The display aims to show some of the earliest material associated with Danish philatelic literature, some of
the more unusual items, and publications which have defined their subject, or which represent the best of
the literature available. Geographically, the areas covered are Denmark, Greenland, Iceland, The Faroe
Islands, and The Danish West Indies.

Some collectors specialise in philatelic incunabula - in bibliographic terms, publications before 1500, but
philatelically referring to the early years of philatelic literature - generally before 1870.

Most of the material on display is in Danish, but contributions in other languages are relevant, such as GFI0
Faroe Islands Stamps and Postal History, Brian Hague, Preben Jensen and Geoffrey Noer, Philtrade Danmark
A/S, DAKA, Copenhagen, 2010, 264pp. ISBN 87-91932-10-6, written in English, and An Introduction to the
Postal History of Denmark 1625-1950 , David Cornelius, Stuart Rossiter Trust, Bristol, 2004, 346pp. ISBN 0-
9545207-0-X.

Danish literature which has received international recognition is shown, such as The Postage Stamps of
Denmark 1851-1951 , Johannes Schmidt-Andersen (1902-1976) translated by Roland King-Farlow (1907-
1974), The General Directorate of the Royal Danish Post Office, Copenhagen, 1951, and Denmarks
Helsager Den Tofarvede Udgave 1871-1905, Opslagsvarket til analyse af de traditionelle aspekter ved de tofarvede
helsager samt de historiske aspekter ved helsagernes anvendelse. Postal Stationery of Denmark The Bicoloured Issue
1871-1905, the traditional philatelic aspects of the Danish bicoloured postal stationery and the postal history
aspects of its use.

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Other authors include Gunnar Hagemann (1877-1971) and his work on the Danish West Indies published
between 1929 and 1948 and that of Victor Engstrom (1913-2000), an American who wrote on the same
subject. Lasse Nielsen (1945-2023) who wrote Danmarks tofarvede frimaerker 1870-1905 Bicoloured Stamps of
Denmark 1870-1905, Lasse Nielsen, Kjsbenhavns Philatelist Klub, Kabenhavn, 2001, Six Volumes, ISBN 87-
983015-5-1, in six volumes, also belongs in this display, as do the prolific writers in journals such as Aage
Tholl (1896-1976), Kurt Hansen and Jan Bendix.

There are several official histories of the Danish postal services. One of the most significant authors was
Fritz Johannes Jacob Olsen (1854-1934). Olsen joined the Danish postal service in 1869, became assistant
to the Directorate-General of Posts in 1873, postmaster in 1874, postal inspector in Copenhagen in 1889,
postmaster in Thisted in 1902, and chief postal inspector in Copenhagen from 1905 to 1924.

Arguably the first Danish postal historian, he published works on the history of the postal service which,
based on his own knowledge and some detailed study of the primary sources, make a significant
contribution to our knowledge of the mail during the periods covered. These are:

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|. Philatelic Literature

Material published since 1840 aimed at supporting philatelists and collecting generally. The common factor
in all of these is that they are printed. Written minutes, for example, have more in common with museum
artefacts, although there is inevitably a grey area where items can be associated with either libraries or
museums.

Bibliographies of philatelic literature

The first Danish list of philatelic publications appeared in Nordisk Frimarketidende with issue 5 on 20
December 1867 under the heading Udenlandske Frimarkelitteratur, and concluding in issue 10 on 31 May
1868. The listing covers philatelic literature in Belgium, France, Germany, Great Britain, Italy, and the
United States, recording handbooks, journals, albums, and sheet music. This was the first philatelic journal
in Denmark beginning on 26 august 1867, and closing after 12 issues with its last publication dated 30 June
1868. It was published by a ‘Frimarkesamlerforening’ (stamp collectors' association) from Klaraboderne,
Nr. 5, in the heart of the old city.

More recent bibliographical philatelic works published in Denmark are Filatelistisk Bibliografi by Pierre
Terrisse (1957-2014) which was published by AFA Forlaget, Bruunsgade 42, 8000 Aarhus C, and Danmarks
Filatelist Forbund, printed by Nerhaven Bogtrykkeri A/S, typeset by Dansk EDB Regnecentrum A/S, and
published in Aarhus in 1986. ISBN 87-7012-140-0.

In 1994 he published Danmarks Filatelist Forbund Bibliotek @st - Fortegnelse (Catalogue of books in the Eastern
library of the Danish Philatelic Federation, including an overview of Danish exhibition catalogues), 1994,
ISBN 87-88688-51-8. Both focused on handbooks, articles and catalogues, and listed journals and exhibition
catalogues. They did not include any official publications such as circulars and post office handbooks.

Philatelic Periodicals and Journals - can be either specialist or general and include society and trade
publications. A periodical is any publication released at regular intervals, including journals, magazines, and
newspapers. An academic journal is a periodical aimed at scholars, academics, and researchers, typically
written in technical language by experts in the field.

The first philatelic publication, and first philatelic journal, in Danish was Nordisk Frimarketidende on 26
August 1867 issued from Redactionscontoir, Klareboderne Nr 5, Iste Sal, the address of printer, Carl Lund.

The key journals in Denmark include:

Nordisk Filatelistisk Tidsskrift, first published in January 1894, and taken over by KPK on |8 January 1965
when ISSN 0468-3404 was cancelled. It is still today the journal of KPK with ISSN 0903-3440. In the
beginning it was intended for members of Frimdrksamlare-Féreningen i Stockholm, Frimdrksamlare-Féreningen i
Goteborg, Helsingfors Frimdrksamlare-Foreningen, Kjobenhavns Philatelist-Klub, Kristiania Philatelistklub, Lunds
Filatelistféreningen, Norrbottens Frimdrksamlare-Klubb, Svenska Filatelistklubben i Stockholm, and Upsala
Filatelistklubb.

The journal was formed by the merger of Nordisk Frimaerkeblad (founded 1892) and Tidning for
Frimdrksamlare (founded 1886), whose names and consecutive numbers are placed as a title on the issues in
Volumes |. and II. In Volumes lll. to VIII. each year's number is accompanied by a consecutive number on
the title page. Volume VI. No. 4 consists of the journal proper, No. 4A, and an appendix (price list), No. 4B.
The journal was published in 1903 by Otto R. Holmberg, Lund.

From 1928 to 1934, seven major clubs published the journal: Jysk Filatelistklub in Aarhus, Nordsjallands
Filatelistklub, in Helsingor, Copenhagen based Arbejdernes Frimarkeklub, Nakskov Filatelistklub, Svendborg og
Omegns Frimaerkeklub, Frimaerkesamlerforeningen for Nykebing Falster og omegn, and Viborg Filatelistklub.
Publication stopped when the clubs supported the new Danmarks Filatelist-Union magazine Dansk Filatelistisk
Tidsskrift.

From 1941 Frimarkesamleren was published by Samarbejdende Kabenhavnske klubber (Co-operative of
Copenhagen Clubs), and from 1943 Frederiksberg Frimarke Forening became the publisher. From 2013 it has
been an independent enterprise run by Flemming Petersen.

Jean-Baptiste Philippe Constant Moens 1833-1908) was one of the earliest dealers in stamps, and one of the
first publishers of philatelic journals, catalogues and albums. His first catalogue was published in March 1862
with Louis Hanciau, his brother-in-law, and the author of much of the work published in Moens’ name.

He published eighteen handbooks on countries from Argentina to Wiirttemberg, but nothing on the stamps
of Scandinavia. The Duchy of Schleswig was his northern limit, except perhaps for Russia, and the
Schleswig, Holstein and Lauenburg volume was the first to be published on the subject.

When Moens retired in 1899, the remainder of his philatelic stock, the rarities having been sold separately,
was purchased the following year by Edvard M. Ruben, a Copenhagen stamp dealer on his own behalf and
for a consortium of well-known Berlin dealers, for a reputed 800,000 French francs (about £32,000) -
approximately £5m in 2024.

He also records, “In 1877, M. Vedel,
Carl Lund, Charles Meyer and Arthur Philipsen tried in vain to start a ‘Philatelistic Club’ in Copenhagen. On
22 January 1885, it was again Doctor Marius Vedel who was behind the establishment of Sektion Kjebenhavn
- a section of the German Internationaler Philatelistenverein zu Dresden, founded on | January 1877. ... The
club later continued alongside KPK until 1920. In 1887, M. Vedel was again involved in founding Kjebenhavns
Philatelistklub.” He was member number |0, joining at the founding meeting on 22 November 1887.
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KPK meeting number 1145 | February 1923.

“The chairman announced that the club
had lost an old, valued member last Sunday, as Doctor Marcus
Vedel had passed away.

He was formerly Chairman of the Section and later co-founder
of the Copenhagen Philatelic Club. He resigned for a period,
but rejoined immediately, and had most recently been a
member for almost 20 years. With his eminent philatelic
knowledge, he became a significant support for collectors
during the period when his health and interest were
unweakened. Hardly a meeting went by without Dr Vedel using
his considerable knowledge to provide information of the
greatest interest in a captivating and well-supported form, and
he had a special knowledge of various stamps like few others.

For a long period of his life, Dr. Vedel was also a stamp dealer, but first and foremost he was always an
enthusiastic philatelist, and it is in this contradiction that we form the best picture of him and recognise the
importance of his efforts in the many good years. Even though the younger generation has not had the
opportunity to fully recognise the extent of his special knowledge in the areas that bind us together here in
the Club, at least all the older among us will preserve the most beautiful memories of the old,
knowledgeable philatelist who has now passed away.

His death fills you with sadness, and the good memories of him will be preserved among us. (The memorial
was listened to standing).”

Edvard Meinert Ruben (29 January 1862-9 May 1931) was an important stamp dealer in Copenhagen at the
end of the |9th century. Ole Steen Jacobsen, writing in Posthistorisk Tidsskrift 1993/3 notes
Edvard M. Ruben A/S at Kronprindsensgade 9 and Gothersgade 63, Kebenhavn, between 1876 and 1938.
By 1915 he was also advertising his address at JagerstraBe 59/60, Berlin.

He published annual price lists in Danish and German from 1886, with number 6 appearing in 1892, and
number 9 in 1895. A buying list number 4 was published in 1898. A series of Europa-Preisliste followed, with
number |3 being issued in 1914, and number 14 in 1915/1916. After the First World War several
catalogues appeared with Katalog og prisliste over frimarker published by A/S Edvard M. Ruben in 1932.

He was listed as a member of the American Philatelic Association in 1889, and as member number 114 in
the KPK list of members in 1889 having joined the club on 5 October 1888. He was also a member of the
Berliner Philatelisten-Klub von 1888, but in April 1893 became involved in an argument over forgeries of
Norddeutscher Postbezirk postal stationery envelopes which centred on an article by Carl Lindenberg
(I May 1850-13 July 1928). Lindenberg was a German lawyer and one of the most important German
philatelists, and Ruben challenged him, without naming him. Eventually this led to his expulsion from the
club, followed by all of the other Copenhagen members of the Berlin club resigning.

He also worked together with Philipp. Kosack in Berlin and a consortium of others, who bought
Jean-Baptiste Moens' remainder stock in 1900. Kosack (17 October 1869-16 May 1938) had commercial
premises at BurgstraBe |13, in Berlin and Ruben is listed at that address in the Berliner Handels-Register,
issue 66 in 1930. Kosack was the publisher of the Berliner Briefmarken-Zeitung 1905-1934, and editor of
Ganzsachen-Sammler from 1912 to 1920. On | April 1933, the German Nazi Party carried out its first
nationwide boycott targeting Jewish businesses and being Jewish, Kosack emigrated to Denmark in 1935.

“Edvard M. Ruben, the greatest of Danish stamp dealers, not only
known in Denmark, but also known in virtually all stamp-collecting
countries, died on 9 May at the municipal hospital in Copenhagen,
where he had sought treatment for a heart condition that had
increasingly undermined his never-failing energy and drive in recent
years.

Ruben was born in Copenhagen on 29 January 1862 and would thus
have celebrated his 70th birthday next year. He started at a young age
on the path that would become his life's work. As a young man, he
began working with the now deceased Dr Vedel, who already at that
time ran a significant stamp business. In 1888, Ruben started his own
business here in the city and in a short time he built up the business
to considerable dimensions. Ruben had his business premises in St.
Kongensgade, among other places. As Ruben's business developed,
Copenhagen obviously became too small a base of operations, and so
he settled in Berlin for many years, where he established a close co-operation with the well-known German
trading and auction company Philipp. Kosack & Co.

When the World War broke out, it naturally placed major obstacles in the way of Ruben's business, which
was international in nature, and the result was that he returned to Copenhagen, where he continued his
business. The business was now transformed into a limited company, in which Edvard Ruben was still the
driving force.

Edvard M. Ruben was a stamp dealer of great stature - indeed, of international stature, but this did not
prevent the deceased from embracing his stamps with an ardent love and interest, an interest that in many
ways benefited Danish collectors and Danish collector organisations. Ruben was a man who was not only
always ready to give good and kindly advice, but he also showed himself responsive at every opportunity
when clubs asked him to show their members parts of the magnificent collections that were always found
in steel safes in his office.

This shows that Danish collectors have lost a good friend in Edvard Ruben, who will be deeply missed now
that he is no more. Those who met him briefly will perhaps not fully understand this, but anyone who had

the opportunity to get to know him better knows that behind an impulsive temperament and a sometimes
dismissive nature, there was in reality a warm heart, to which was added a rare straightforward and faithful
nature that always followed each of those he had taken an interest in with interest.

Ruben was - and he should be honoured with this legacy - a very benevolent man, never in public, but
behind the scenes he was always ready to lend a hand and did so with quiet joy. This applies not only in the
field of stamps, but also in various other areas, as Rubens' interests were wide-ranging. For example, he was
probably one of the first men here in Copenhagen in the late 80s and early 90s, both supporting and bring
to life several of the then newly established sports organisations that had all the usual teething problems to
contend with.

Almost three years ago, Ruben celebrated his 40th anniversary, on which occasion he was the subject of
considerable attention from both home and abroad. On the same occasion he was made an honorary
member of the Frimaerkehandlingforenigen i Danmark Stamp Dealers Association in Denmark, an
appointment which he greatly appreciated.

Ruben was laid to rest in the Jewish Cemetery in Copenhagen at Vestre Begravelsesplads on 12 May,
followed to the grave by a large number of friends from the city as well as from Berlin. The fact that so
many wanted to pay their last respects to the deceased shows that Danish collectors felt that in Ruben they
had lost a faithful friend who cannot be replaced in this particular field. His name and his memory will live
on among all who were privileged to know him. V. F.”

JKE established the naming of postmarks, a system for registration and created the first database of
registration including periods of usage.

They published numerous articles in NFT, Skilling and DFT including the invaluable articles in the Nordfrimex
exhibition catalogues 1980, 1983 and 1985 as well as many other exhibition catalogues of the 1970s and 1980s.

Vagn Jensen, and others, have built on their foundations.

KPK's stamp register/collection is a searchable database containing data and images of Danish and
Greenlandic cancellations and handstamps. The data is based on the work of two important Danish
philatelists, Vagn Jensen for the Danish and Torben Hjerne for the Greenlandic material. Their work in turn
was based on the work of JKE (Jessen-Kaaber-Eis), who for two decades were the absolute authority on
Danish postmarks and the study of these.

Before his death, Kjgbenhavns Philatelist Klub (KPK) acquired the rights to Vagn Jensen’s register of
cancellers and date stamps. The register, containing scans of cancellation impressions and related data
comprised 10,000 pdf pages, and has been converted into a searchable database. In 2019, Torben Hjorne
also contributed his Greenlandic cancellation records to KPK for inclusion in the online database.

Nordisk Frimarketidende says in its first issue on 26 August 1867 “...in the last few years stamp collecting
has taken a great upswing both throughout the world and also here in the Nordic countries. One sees
people of all ages and sexes taking an interest in stamps, endeavouring to form a small collection of used
and unused, common and rare stamps, as their abilities permit.

It is not strange here in the city to see stamps priced differently at the various outlets, and as one sees a so-
called ‘stamp sale’ in almost every basement in the side streets, where all the stamps are usually noted
completely incorrectly, a stamp collectors' association has been formed here in the city, whose purpose is
to obtain the stamps as cheaply as possible for its members.

However, as the association has expanded, it has seen itself in a position to establish a shop in Grennegade
no. 10, in the main room. ... Considering that the magazine is published once a month, that each issue
comes with a free unused stamp, that the magazine itself contains, in and of itself, a part that is readable and
worth reading, one will hardly find that the price is set too high, namely at 32 skilling a quarter!

Hoping that this undertaking may find a good reception and a wide distribution, we allow ourselves to draw
the attention of the honourable stamp collectors to this. The Stamp Collectors Association.

Non philatelic material useful to philatelists, including published matter concerning the postal services,
usually contemporary, and what historians would describe as primary sources.

This includes rate books and listings produced by the postal service to advise their staff and customers of
postage rates and routes. It encompasses notices of service updates and changes to postmasters, usually in
advance. For example, compilations and codifications of rates, routes and services generally advising postal
officials, and primary legislation concerning the post, often resulting in postal notices distributed throughout

the postal network.

Other official publications include service yearbooks, published in retrospect, advisory publications and
notices aimed at the service user. These may include international treaties, often bilateral, but from 1874,
international, first through the General Postal Union, and later through the Universal Postal Union. These
can be found as primary treaties but as important are the later explanatory and practical notices dealing
with the implementation of these international agreements locally.

Associated with ‘official literature’ are publications aimed at the commercial or domestic user, often in the
form of almanacs or advisory guides to businesses, organisations or individuals, ranging from advice on
routings, rates, arrival and departure dates of the mails, and time taken from departure to arrival.

Published currency exchange rates, postal and other maps, and newspapers etc. are included in this category.

Christian IV issued a ‘Regulation on Post Officials’
on 24 December 1624, which is regarded as the
postal service's birth certificate.

Nine postal routes were established, the most
significant being the route from Copenhagen to
Hamburg. Letters, parcels, and goods were
transported by carriage, while postmen on foot
were used for the other routes.

In Copenhagen, a postmaster was appointed, who
was required to spend two hours a day at Borsen
(The Stock Exchange) and personally oversee both
administrative and practical matters. It is likely no

coincidence that the regulation specifies he should be ‘a sober and industrious man’.

In the market towns that the messengers passed through, they were provided with accommodation, for
instance at inns, and the landlord was responsible for receiving and forwarding letters to people outside the

route itself.

Johan Friderich (Frederik) Schultz (1 March 1756-28 November 1817) was born in Odense. After
completing an apprenticeship as a book printer in 1777, he moved to Copenhagen where he was employed
at the Berlingske publishing house. In 1783, he established his own company after acquiring a small printing

business. The company moved into a building on Hgajbro Plads in 1787 and Schultz was appointed as Royal
Book Printer in 1789.

He published much of the Danish fiction of his time as well as several journals, including Minerva and Den
danske Tilskuer. Among his most notable publications was an edition of Ludvig Holberg’s Niels Klim in
Baggesen’s translation from 1789 with illustrations by Nicolai Abildgaard.

Schultz’s building on Hejbro Plads was destroyed in the Copenhagen fire of 1795. He immediately acquired
a publishing house in Skindergade from P.M. Hapfner, which was founded in 1661. It was both responsible
for publications from the University of Copenhagen and the Court. Schultz moved his business back to
Haijbro Plads when a new building had been completed in 1797 and it soon developed into one of the
largest Danish publishing houses. Among Schultz’s most important publications from this period was K.L.
Rahbek’s edition of Ludvig Holberg’s (1684-1754) complete works which was published in 21 volumes
between 1804 and 1814. Holberg was a writer, essayist, philosopher, historian and playwright, famous for
his popular comedies written for Lille Grennegade Theatre in Copenhagen.

Schultz became a wealthy man who owned several properties in and near Copenhagen. He was a member
of the Kongelige Kjebenhavnske Skydeselskab og Danske Broderskab (the Royal Copenhagen Shooting
Society). He is interred in Assistens Cemetery.
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The original family-owned business, after seven generations, and the oldest registered company in
Denmark, created the J.H. Schultz Foundation in 1989, when the last family member, and sole owner

Ole Trock-Jansen (30 June 1923-11 January 2018), donated 95% of the company’s shares to it. Today, the
company specialises in IT solutions, artificial intelligence and apps, amongst other enterprises. The
foundation supports Danmarks Grundforskningsfond.

Eiler Hagerup Tregder, born Kongsberg, Norway (25 March 1778-24 September 1858).

In 1797 Eiler Hagerup Tregder, graduated from the Norwegian Mining School, where he was soon
appointed as a lecturer in mathematics. He later became an administrator at the Kongsberg Mint, being
dismissed at the closure of the silverworks in 1806. Subsequently, he travelled to Copenhagen, where he
took the Danish law exam in 1810 and became an auditor at the Royal Mint in 1812; and he was then
appointed head of the Post Office's audit office. After 35 years in post, he resigned in 1847.

In 1826 he became virkelig Kancelliraad, in 1837 virkelig Justitsraad and in 1847 Etatsraad. These were
honorary titles conferring precedence in society. In 1820, he was entrusted with travelling the country's
main postal routes to set out the meridian line at every post office and thereby to bring uniformity to the
postal routes and promoting accurate mail delivery. He used the notes collected on this journey in his
Handbook for Travellers, published in 1824, the first of its kind. It includes extensive notes on the postal
services in towns and cities throughout Denmark and the Duchies of Schleswig and Holstein.

Christian Martin Tegner born Helsinger (28 November 1803-18 July 1881), was a Danish portrait painter
and lithographer.

T. Krak, Elias Christian Thorvald Krak (Krack), 12 June 1830-6 November 1908, was a municipal civil
servant and publisher of a city directory. He attended the Royal Military College, and the Central and
Command School in Copenhagen, became an engineering lieutenant in 1850 and first lieutenant in 1853. In
1858, at the age of 28, he was appointed Head of the Department of Physical Planning for the City of
Copenhagen from 1858 to 1898.

He left his mark on the development of the capital during his period of office. In 1860-66 he was
responsible for surveying all taxable buildings in Copenhagen and initiated the introduction of consecutive
street numbers in 1859. He was responsible for the new street names in the bridge neighbourhoods, where
he wanted to see consistent naming. In Dsterbro the streets had Danish city names - Kertemindegade,
Svendborggade, Ringstedgade, Viborggade, Arhusgade, etc. Likewise, the naming of streets in Vesterbro
involved Danish historical figures - Saxogade, Kingosgade, Absalonsgade, etc. He also changed the street
names of Nyboder, another Copenhagen district

In 1862, he sought and obtained the exclusive right to publish the Directory for Copenhagen and the
surrounding area, the work begun by Hans Holck in 1770, which had been in abeyance for more than a
lifetime. Krak's first edition, published in 1863, was completely revised and modernised. It had been
influenced by his study of the address books of foreign capitals, and gained a reputation for accuracy that
had not previously been evident. Boghandler L.B. Thiesens Enke, was Dorothea Thiesen.

Official Notices are important primary sources for Danish postal and telegraphic history.
Officielle Meddelelser, 1869-1989 were internal newsletters published on a weekly basis. They contain official
information and notices of appointments, promotions, dismissals, deaths, etc.,
as well as postal routes and rates, the introduction and closing of services and much more.

By 1923 the Society had 3225 members, the
maximum ever registered.

Kjobenhavns Philatelist Klub (KPK) was founded on 22 November 1887 by 25 stamp collectors after some of
the same group had formed a Sektion Kjebenhavn of the Internationaler Philatelisten-Verein based in Dresden,
Germany in 1885. Images of the philatelists shown below, and four others from Copenhagen are included
in the tenth anniversary folder. Five were founder members of KPK, joining on 22 November 1887.

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3. Philatelic History

Philatelic History isn’t new. Societies have published their histories for many decades. What is more recent
is the study of how philately has developed and the artefacts that have been left behind.

There is ‘literature’ associated with philatelic history. Among the many collectibles are: Exhibition
catalogues and documentation including competition results, ephemera such as dinner menus, entry tickets,
advertising and other commemorative material. Cinderella ‘stamps’, anniversary and celebratory material
relating to events, society membership cards, membership lists, minutes and agendas, statutes, rules and
constitutions, printed matter related to annual meetings of clubs and societies etc.

This history includes congresses, national and international, discussion papers and minutes, either voluntary,
or commercial in the case of dealer associations, or administrative in the case of postal museums, libraries
and other public or charitable bodies.

Exhibition catalogues have been included in this section, as have auction catalogues since they are
commercial listings of past sales and contribute to the history of philately in that the story of the great
commercial enterprises that have bought and sold philatelic material are seldom told. There are exceptions
such as the histories of the K&hler and Corinphila auction houses in Germany and Switzerland by Wolfgang
Maassen RDP FRPSL, but no Danish equivalents exist.

Neither exhibition features in Pierre Terrisse’s listings, so
presumably there was no catalogue. However, Nordisk Filatelistisk
Tidsskrift 1902/9, 12 September 1902 p.148 reports the former,
and the same journal 1917/8, 30 October 1917, p.172 carries an
advertisement for the latter, and there is a report in the next
month’s issue of KPK’s thirtieth anniversary celebrations and
exhibition, pp.202-205.

The surviving ephemera and the journals together can add to our
understanding of our philatelic past.
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Some Early lllustrations of Danish
Stamps, Philatelic Literature and
Authors.

There was little literature published for collectors in
Danish before the end of the 19th century. The
Crawford Library at the British Library in London
includes material which is in neither the KPK Library
nor the DFF Library in Copenhagen. This is accessible
here and is an essential source for students of Danish
literature.

Crawford collected what might be the earliest sales list
from Denmark. Entitled List of postage for sale clean
copies and issued by Erik Ritzau. Copenhagen. It is priced
in British shillings and pence. The British Library dates it
as 1862. Crawford 902 (36).

In 1877 Francois Bertini published Adressebog over
skandinaviske frimaerke-samlere. (Udarbeidet og udgivet af
F. Bertini) (Crawford 846). It was printed at Christian
Eltongs Bogtrykkeri at Pilestrade 40. It listed 17 stamp
dealers in Copenhagen and one in Aalborg, with 158
names in all, in 41 towns and cities.

The first illustrated stamp catalogue was produced in Great Britain by Frederick W. Booty (1841-1924) as
The Stamp Collector’s Guide; being a list of English and Foreign Postage Stamps, with 200 fac-simile drawings in
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August 1862. Two Danish stamps were illustrated, with
all illustrations produced by hand by Booty himself.

Danish stamps were illustrated for the benefit of
collectors in the Le Magasin Pittoresque, a French
magazine published from 1833 to 1938 and based in
Paris. It was not only the first illustrated magazine in the
country, but it was the first publication to issue a series
of articles on postage stamps aimed at a general
audience.

From 21 June 1862 to 8 December 1866, 53 articles
appeared entitled Les Timbres-poste written by M. Natalis
Rondot (Cyr-Francgois-Natalis Rondot 1821-1900).
Danish stamps were illustrated in August [862.

Similar articles appeared in the London based Cassell’s
lllustrated Family Paper, entitled Postage Stamps from 26
July 1862 until 2 February 1867, with 75 articles in all.
Danish stamps were shown on 20 September 1862 and
17 January 1863. In Der Bazar, lllustrirte Damen-Zeitung,
published in Berlin, 23 articles entitled Briefmarken und

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When Moens retired in 1899, the remainder

Gibbons Stamp Monthly, 30 April 1900, pp.
235-236.

Louis Frangois Hanciau (1835-1924) was
responsible for much of the literary work
published under the name of Jean-Baptiste
Moens, who was his brother-in-law.

In his article Old-time Memories published in
the Stanley Gibbons Monthly Journal in 1906,
Hanciau remembers how he began collecting
stamps in 1852 at the age of 17, after
viewing the collection of Pierre Maus, who
owned no more than fifty different stamps.
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Briefmarken Sammlungen were written between
8 October 1862 and 23 March 1864. Danish
stamps were featured on 8 January 1863.
Natalis Rondot also wrote a series of articles in
Nederlandsch Magazijn between February 1863
and December 1864, with a further 27 articles
on stamps published under the name of Pieter
Harme Witkamp.

In 1864 Moens’ (Jean-Baptiste Philippe Constant
Moens 1833-1908) published Les Timbres-poste
illustré contenant la nomenclature générale de tous
les timbres-poste et la reproduction de tous les types
émis jusqu’a ce jour, dans les divers pays de l'univers
(1840-1864), in Brussels.

This was translated into English by Dr Charles
Viner (1812-1906) as Postage stamps illustrated: a
general nomenclature of every postage stamp and
facsimiles of all types issued up to the present time
in the different countries of the world (1840-1864)
by J.-B. M. Translated by Dr. CW. Viner AM.

The first advertisement for the English version
appeared in the Timbre-Poste (1863-1900) in
August 1864.

However, after frequent
complaints from
customers about the
damage to their letters,
this practice was
prohibited and became
a dismissible offense.

Initially, there were no dedicated stamp dealers, and early traders like Jean-Baptiste Moens dealt in stamps
only as a secondary business.

Due to the general lack of knowledge about stamps, Hanciau was often able to acquire rare and valuable
pieces at very little expense.

After Moens retired in 1900, Hanciau began writing for the Stanley Gibbons Monthly Journal, initially under
the reversed initials H.L. (December 1900, Reprints of the stamps of Hawaii), or H.L.F. (September 1901, The
Don Carlos | Real, Blue) but from January 1903 onwards, under his own name (The Stamps of Lombardo-
Venetia). In recognition of his contributions, Hanciau was awarded the Lindenberg Medal in 1906, and signed
the Roll of Distinguished Philatelists in 1921.

There is a lot of ephemeral material associated with philately, and some of it is very rare. By their nature
price lists had a limited life and were obsolete as soon as the next list was issued. So they were not kept.

The Bertini address book is presently known only in the
Crawford Library at the British Library in London, which
also holds one of the Tybring price lists, Preisliste iiber
skandinavische Briefmarken in 1887, and Prisliste Nr. 23,
Copenhagen 1910 is known in private hands.

Tybring’s price list includes the information that he began
his stamp business in 1873.

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Exhibition Catalogues and Palmares / Results Lists

These are important for many reasons. For larger exhibitions there may be bulletins announcing the
exhibition and its scope and organisation, sometimes called the prospectus. In the largest international
exhibitions, there were often two bulletins, the exhibition catalogue itself, and a palmarés, Many exhibition
catalogues include excellent articles which are published nowhere else, or results list. For some exhibitions
outside Denmark there was a final report with lessons to be learned, the financial outcome, and a
commentary on how well the exhibition had been received. London 1960, for example, had five
publications beginning with a prospectus and ending with a final report - with two bulletins and the
exhibition catalogue in between.

At the very least, exhibition catalogues list, and often include photographs, of the jurors, commissioners
and organisers. In some cases, these images are the only visual record we have of past philatelists. The
exhibits and their exhibitors are listed, and it is possible to follow the history of specific exhibits and their
owners. Philatelic material is illustrated and exhibition catalogues have a réle to play in proving provenance.

Medals and prizes are illustrated. It is probably a matter of conjecture as to what happened to the Grand
Prix d’Honneur awarded at Hafnia 1976, or any of the seven very attractive Prix d’Honneur awarded at
that exhibition. Denmark has produced some very imaginative medals and memorabilia including cufflinks,
money clips, rings and watches, as well as traditional medals. These are attractive philatelic collectibles.

Many exhibition catalogues include articles. Ole Steen Jacobsen, Borge Lundh and Eivind Evensen wrote
articles specifically for the Hafnia 1987 exhibition, and Denmark has a rich tradition of including important
articles in its local and regional catalogues. A prime example are the articles written by the JKE group in
catalogues such as the Nordfrimex exhibition catalogues of 1980, 1983 and 1985 as well as many other
exhibition catalogues of the 1970s and 1980s. Some of these are illustrated at pages 73 and 74.

JKE (Hans Ehlern Jessen (1914-2008), Henning Kaaber (1932-2011), and Henrik Eis (1943-2010) established
the naming of postmarks, a system for registration and created the first database of registration including
periods of usage.

Pierre Terrisse (1957-2014) compiled the Filatelistisk Bibliografi which was published by AFA Forlaget,
Bruunsgade 42, 8000 Aarhus C and Danmarks Filatelist Forbund, 1986. ISBN 87-7012-140-0, and Danmarks
Filatelist Forbund Bibliotek @st - Fortegnelse (Danmarks
Filatelist Forbund Library East - Catalogue), Danmarks
Filatelist Forbund, 1994. 240pp. ISBN 87-88688-51-8.

These list articles in exhibition catalogues as well as in
journals, mainly DFT and NFT, although only up to the
publication date of the index concerned.

Exhibition catalogues are an underrated resource for
literature, provenance, and philatelic history.

The exhibition organisers issued two bulletins, a catalogue and a palmarés booklet. There are articles on
the history of KPK, on the Copenhagen Footpost, the postal service between Copenhagen and Hamburg,
and the prefilatelic postmarks of Copenhagen. The jury and Commissioners’ photographs are a who’s who

of its time with images of the philatelic luminaries attending the exhibition.
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Auction catalogues

Auction catalogues are important because they help to establish provenance and to record the
manipulation or other alterations to material, particularly covers, where stamps can be added, replaced or
repaired. A recent survey of 19,956 auction catalogues for The Mulready Caricature - The Philatelic Caricatures
of the Envelope and Letter Sheet Design of Sir William Mulready RA, by Robin Cassell and Richard Hobbs,
demonstrated that fully 10% of recorded Mulready Caricatures have been adjusted in some way.

Postiljonen, a Swedish auction house, held its first sale on 30 May 1970 at Falsterbohus, Sweden, and its
first in Copenhagen on 4 September 1974. A listing of their sales is at Appendix 3B. Postiljonen took over
the Danish company Skandia on | July 1974, shortly before the Stockholmia 74 exhibition. The combined
business became Skandia-Postillonen AS and their first auction was in the autumn of 1974.

The Thomas Hailand auctions were held in Copenhagen from 1991-2010, and the catalogues are an
invaluable record of Danish philately. Bruun Rasmussen Auctioneers took over Thomas Heiland Auktioner
on | January 201 |I. Thomas Hegiland and Bruun Rasmussen sales are listed at Appendix 3A and 3C, with
Kephila dates listed also in 3C.

This listing is incomplete, and much work is required to produce a comprehensive listing of auction houses
and sales. Skandia held 24 sales up to 9 January 1974, with the Miller collection of Danish West Indies
featuring in sales 22-24, but it has so far not yet been possible to find a complete run of catalogues.

Many sales of Danish material have been held outside Denmark and a further part of this project will be to
add the most important of those sales.

Added to the complication is the growth of catalogue free internet sales where provenance, prices realised
and item descriptions are completely lost from the record, often within days of the sale ending.

Valuation or sales listings, have been produced by AFA, Wowern, DAKA and other catalogues in more
recent times, but sales lists produced by Dr. M. Vedel from 1886 and Edvard M. Ruben in Copenhagen from
1889 are an important part of the record, as are the Bechsgaard Posthistorie & Hjemstavnsfilateli lists 1-3 a
century later, from April 1987 to October 1988.
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Kephila 31/10-2/11/1984 and 4-5/11/1991 Auction catalogues.
Kephila Auctions, Kirsten Ehlers - No 5 (19-20 October 1977) contained the collection of Classic
Denmark by Stig Andersen and the catalogue was well regarded for its excellent colour reproductions.

On pages 178-247 in his Filatelistisk bibliografi Danmark, Pierre Terrisse listed as many philatelic exhibitions
as could be found at the time, and this is reproduced here with kind permission of Nordfrim and Danmarks
Filatelist Forbund, the copyright holders, as UK | to UK 247, the original AFA numbers.

It is a list of exhibition catalogues from stamp exhibitions held in Denmark, and in one case in the Faroe
Islands.

He says that “It is a given that the catalogue is not complete.” The nature of the material has probably
contributed greatly to the fact that there are no complete collections. Even the legal deposit law has not
been able to ensure that the Konglige Bibliotek in Copenhagen has a complete collection. As mentioned in
the preface, a number of libraries have been reviewed in the preparation of the bibliography. Only
exhibition catalogues found in these libraries are included in the inventory. It has not been possible to track
down other catalogues.

He adds that it is his impression “that the list is quite comprehensive - so that the vast majority of existing
catalogues can be found in the list.

A few anniversary catalogues from clubs that have not held actual exhibitions are also included in the list
when they have contained articles of interest.

Arrangement: The catalogues are arranged chronologically by the first day of the exhibition. In the few
cases where the date is not known, the catalogue is placed at the end of the year in question. If several
exhibitions are held at the same time, the catalogues are arranged alphabetically by location - city or
municipality. The location is mentioned after the date. This is followed by the name of the exhibition and
the organising association. However, if the organiser's name is included in the title, it is not repeated. In all
cases, the most descriptive name is chosen as the exhibition name.”

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Appendix 4. Brief Biographies of Danish Philatelic Authors

This section aims to list all of the authors who have contributed to Danish philatelic literature since the
beginning, together with their books and articles, editorship and publication. There’s a long way to go, and
this listing of Danish philatelic authors is based on Filateliens Bld Bog (The Blue Book of Philately), although it is
translated into English and further bibliographical details have been added. There is more work to be done in
developing this element of the listing. Thanks are due to the past and present editors without whom this
section would have been much more difficult, if not impossible.

Filateliens Bld Bog is a reference work which provides biographies of notable Danish philatelists, beginning with
Johan Frederik Hegermann-Lindencrone (1840-1938) who collected entire stamped letters, worldwide. It also
includes biographies of several non-Danish philatelists who have had, or continue to have, an influence on
Danish philately and meet the criteria for inclusion.

In 2012, the first edition of The Blue Book of Philately was published, containing biographies of approximately
350 philatelists. In 2023, an update was carried out after all living members were contacted, and their
submitted comments were incorporated. Following this, Filateliens Bld Bog was moved from the members’
section to the public section of the DFF website. The current edition of Filateliens Bld Bog has been updated
by the DFF board, with content edited and updated by Anders Jorgensen and layout and design by
Charlotte Stryhn.

The Danmark-Medaillen (Denmark Medal) features in this listing and is closely associated with Danmarks
Filatelist-Union, later Danmarks Filatelist Forbund. Both the Union and the medal came into existence in
the early 1930s. On the 5th Danish Philatelic Day, 27 August 1933, Martin Jergensen, the first chairman of
Danmarks Frimaerke Union, proposed that ‘On the occasion of the 5th Filatelistdag, an international badge
of honour - called the Danmarksmedaillen - should be established’.

The proposal was accepted, and the name became the Danmark-Medaillen. The medal itself is a elegant
plaque. On the front, it bears the names of the medal and the founder, and on the reverse, the inscription:
‘For fortjenstfuldt arbejde for dansk filateli’ (For meritorious work for Danish philately), now LABOR PRO
PHILATELIA. It was also decided that the Denmark Medal could be awarded to Danish philatelists under
the auspices of Danmarks Filatelist-Union and to foreign philatelists under the auspices of the Fédération
Internationale de Philatélie. Those listed below in italics were not authors.
